
Minutes of Meeting

Board of Directors

Raytown Fire Protection District

December 27, 2005

________________________________________________________________

1. Call to Order.  The regular meeting of the Board of Directors of the Raytown Fire Protection District was held on December 27, 2005.  The meeting was called to order at 9:00 a.m., the following persons being present:  President Bruce Bruch, Vice President Willard Ross, Secretary Robert Palmer, Attorney Roger Odneal, and Chief Rick Mawhirter.  A quorum was present and the following order of business was conducted:

2. Approve Agenda.  Upon motion made by Mr. Ross and seconded by Mr. Palmer, the agenda was unanimously approved as written. 

3. Approve Minutes.  Upon motion made by Mr. Ross and seconded by Mr. Palmer, the minutes of the regular meeting held December 13, 2005, were approved as written.

4. Financial Reports.
a. Treasurer’s Report.  Mr. Geier was not in attendance.

b. Balance Sheets and Income Statements.  These reports were reviewed and copies are attached to these minutes. 

c. Bill Payments.  This report was reviewed and a copy is attached to these minutes.  

d. Budget Comparison.  This report was reviewed and a copy is attached to these minutes.  

e. Sales Tax Report.  This report was reviewed and a copy is attached to these minutes.  Collections for 2005 totaled $604,846.69.

5. Old Business.
a. Piper Jaffray/Bond Election.  Mr. Todd Goffoy of Piper Jaffray provided several documents, copies of which are attached to these minutes.  Mr. Coffoy’s Summary of Projected Cash Flows indicates a 12-cent levy is needed to retire a 5.7 million dollar bond issue.  The assessed valuation growth rate is shown at 2.50% a year.  Mr. Coffoy stated that the Board needs to decide as soon as possible the final amount of bonds they want to ask the voters to approve.  Chief Davis will ask Guenther Mills to provide a projected cost for the remodel project before the January 10 Board meeting.   
Mr. Goffoy presented a form of the ballot question that needs some input from the Board.  Question No. 1 is the bond issue question and the “purpose” of the bonds needs to be defined in detail.  Question No. 2 is the levy increase question and the Board needs to set the amount.  This information needs to be sent to Mr. Goffoy before the January 10 Board meeting so he can finalize the ballot language.

b.  Modified Duty Policy.  The modified duty policy is not ready for adoption at this time.  Mr. Odneal will add some language requiring that any worker’s comp received by an employee while on modified duty be turned over to the District.

c. Bids for Truck Room Heaters.  Chief Davis reported that bids to replace the truck room heaters at Station 1 are as follows:

$11,745.00

Kansas City Mechanical
$14,588.00

Upon motion made and seconded, the bid by Lippert Mechanical was unanimously accepted.

6.  New Business.

a.  Amend 2005 Operating Budget.  Chief Jones purchased tires at a cost of $1911.33.  He asked that the budget be amended by moving $1,911.33 out of account 685 (Fuel) to account 711 (Eq. Maint. Trucks) to cover the cost of the tires.  Upon motion made and seconded, the budget was so amended.

7.  Adjournment.  There being no further business to come before the regular meeting, it was adjourned into executive session upon motion made and seconded.  The purpose of the executive session was to discuss personnel matters.  
The next regular meeting of the Board will be held on Tuesday, January 10, 2006.
