
Minutes of Meeting

Board of Directors

Raytown Fire Protection District

June 28, 2005

________________________________________________________________

1. Call to Order.  The regular meeting of the Board of Directors of the Raytown Fire Protection District was held on June 28, 2005.  The meeting was called to order at 9:00 a.m., the following persons being present:  President Bruce Bruch, Vice President Willard Ross, Treasurer Gerald Geier, Attorney Roger Odneal, Chief Rick Mawhirter and Assistant Chief James Flannery.  Mr. Palmer was not in attendance.  A quorum was present and the following order of business was conducted:

2. Approve Agenda.  Upon motion made and seconded, the agenda was amended by deleting item c. under New Business. The agenda was then unanimously approved as amended. 

3. Approve Minutes.  Upon motion made and seconded, the minutes of the regular meeting held June 7, 2005, were unanimously approved as written.

4. Financial Reports.
a. Treasurer’s Report.  Mr. Geier provided a written report, a copy of which is attached to these minutes. 

Chief Mawhirter reported that Dave Aldridge of Marr and Company is close to finishing the audit.  Mr. Geier added that all fixed assets purchased over the past 10 years as well as the substantial assets such as the stations are on the books.  He estimated that 95% of all the assets we have in dollar value are on the books and are being depreciated.      

b. Balance Sheets and Income Statements.  These reports were reviewed and copies are attached to these minutes.   .  

c. Bill Payments.  This report was reviewed and a copy is attached to these minutes.  

d. Budget Comparison.  This report was reviewed and a copy is attached to these minutes.  

e. Sales Tax Report.  This report was reviewed and a copy is attached to these minutes.

5. Old Business.
a. Pre-design Proposals/DeGeorge vs. Guenther Mills.  Chief Davis reported that the Building Committee recommends the Guenther Mills pre-design proposals for Station 1 and Station 2 at a cost of $9,840 and $9,280, respectively.  Chief Davis asked that the Board approve Guenther Mills’ proposals.  Upon motion made and seconded, the Guenther Mills pre-design for Station 1 for $9,840.00 was unanimously approved.  A motion was made by Mr. Bruch to approve Guenther Mills’ pre-design for Station 2.  The motion was not seconded; therefore, the pre-design for Station 2 was not approved.   



6. New Business.

a. Dental Insurance for Board Members.  Mr. Ross previously asked if he could be included in the District’s dental plan.  The Delta Dental representative’s response to our query was that it was the District’s decision whether or not to allow directors to participate in the plan.  However, if it is allowed, it must be offered to all directors.  Therefore, upon motion made and seconded, it was decided that all board members would be offered the opportunity to participate in the District’s dental plan.  Any premiums due will be deducted from salary before taxes if the participant also chooses to enroll in the 125 plan.
b. Concrete Bids.  Chief Davis presented a request to repair the front driveway at Station 1.  He stated that he had contacted three companies and only one submitted a bid.  A & K Concrete Contractors offered two options as set out in their proposal, a copy of which is attached to these minutes.  Due to the continued deterioration of the driveway and the need to begin the repair as soon as possible, Mr. Bruch moved that the rules be suspended and the bid be considered for approval on its first presentation to the Board.  The motion was seconded by Mr. Ross and unanimously approved.   A & K Concrete Contractors’ proposal was then considered and Option 1 for a total cost of $3,472 was unanimously approved upon motion made and seconded. 

7.  Adjournment.  There being no further business to come before the meeting it was adjourned upon motion made and seconded.
