1. Call to Order.  The regular meeting of the Board of Directors of the Raytown Fire Protection District was held on August 9, 2005.  The meeting was called to order at 9:00 a.m., the following persons being present:  President Bruce Bruch, Vice President Willard Ross, Secretary Robert Palmer, Attorney Roger Odneal, Fire Chief Rick Mawhirter and Assistant Chief James Flannery.  A quorum was present and the following order of business was conducted:

2. Approve Agenda.  Upon motion made and seconded item a. Honor Guard and item b. Dispatch were added under Old Business.  The agenda was then unanimously approved as amended. 

3. Approve Minutes.  Upon motion made and seconded, the minutes of the regular meeting held July 26, 2005 and a special meeting held August 1, 2005 were unanimously approved as written.

4. Operating Reports.
General Operations.  Chief Mawhirter provided a written report, a copy of which is attached to these minutes.  With regard to Pat Gilchrist’s letter offering his services on a contract basis, Chief Mawhirter stated that he could see that from time-to-time Pat’s assistance would be helpful especially for the person who is promoted into the training officer’s position.  The Board left it up to Chief Mawhirter whether or not to place Pat under contract.      

a. Response Times.  Assistant Chief Flannery provided a response time report, a copy of which is attached to these minutes.  

b.  EMS Committee/Training Report.  FF/Medic Mace provided a written report, a copy of which is attached to these minutes.

c. Training.  None.

d.  Buildings and Grounds.  Acting B.C. Hunley provided a written report, a copy of which is attached to these minutes.  

e. Equipment Maintenance.  B.C. Jones provided a written report, a copy of which is attached to these minutes.  He stated that the new truck was delivered about an hour ago and 1104 is gone. 

f. Fire Prevention.  A report was not submitted other than what was included in Chief Mawhirter’s operations report.  He also stated that he had some assistance from Assistant Chief Flannery who did the final inspection on Taco Bell/Long John Silver.  The grand opening is August 17.  There have been several small businesses ask for temporary occupancy licenses.  They have been inspected and in some cases need reinspection.

Mr. Ross reported that the Raytown Economic Development Commission wants to join the Kansas City Economic Development Commission which would cost $7500.00 a year for them to advertise Raytown’s vacant property.      

5. Old Business

a. Honor Guard.  Captain Denney inquired as to how the Board wants him to get the rest of the equipment.  The total previously requested from the Board was approximately $5000.00.  However, that was in 2004 and nothing was budgeted this year for the honor guard equipment.  The helmets have been delivered and paid for.  Captain Denney was asked to get the information together for presentation at the next meeting of the Board.
b. Dispatch.  Mr. Palmer reported on the Dispatch Committee meeting.  He said the outcome was that he told the City that he thought the District would be willing to subsidize dispatching but not in the amount of $100,000.00 as Chief Lynch had requested.  The City is now putting its 2006 budget together and needs to know what they can count on from the District.  

A discussion followed as to how much the District would give the City to help fund an additional dispatcher, along with a written agreement as to expectations, length of agreement, etc.  This item will be placed on the agenda for further discussion at the next regular meeting of the board.

6. Adjournment.  There being no further business to come before the regular meeting, it was adjourned upon motion made and seconded.
