1. Call to Order.  The regular meeting of the Board of Directors of the Raytown Fire Protection District was held on September 27, 2005.  The meeting was called to order at 9:00 a.m., the following persons being present:  President Bruce Bruch, Vice President Willard Ross, Secretary Robert Palmer, Treasurer Gerald Geier, Attorney Roger Odneal, and Chief Rick Mawhirter.  A quorum was present and the following order of business was conducted:

2. Approve Agenda.  Upon motion made and seconded item a. under Old Business was removed and the agenda was unanimously approved as amended. 

3. Approve Minutes.  Upon motion made and seconded, the minutes of the regular meeting held September 13, 2005, were unanimously approved as written.

4. Financial Reports.
a. Treasurer’s Report.  Mr. Geier provided an investment report.

5. New Business.
a. LAGERS Annual Conference.  Chief Mawhirter announced that the LAGERS annual conference is being held on October 27-28, 2005.  As in the past, an Employer Delegate is to be elected to attend the conference.  Due to Mr. Palmer having a prior commitment and Mr. Ross’s impending surgery, Mr. Bruch will attend the conference.  Chief Mawhirter will distribute ballots to the employees for the purpose of electing an Employee Delegate.



6. Old Business.

a. HVAC Repair.  At the last meeting of the Board, Chief Davis reported that one of the roof top units was found to have a leak and is low on freon.  Lippert Mechanical estimated the cost of repair at $759.49.  Upon motion made and seconded the Board unanimously approved the expenditure and amended the budget by moving $760.00 from account 890 to account 740.
b. Community Development Contribution.  Mr. Ross previously reported that the Raytown Economic Development Commission was considering joining the Kansas City Economic Development Commission.  It would cost $7500.00 divided four ways – the City, the School District, the Chamber of Commerce and the Fire District each paying $1875.00.  Mr. Ross had recommended that the District wait until the School District made a decision.  The School District has now committed $1875.00 toward the cost of joining with the Kansas City group.  Therefore, upon motion made and seconded, the Board unanimously approved $1875.00 as the District’s portion of the cost of joining the Kansas City Economic Development Commission.  The funds will be taken out of account 890 Elections and Legal Requirement.

7.  Adjournment.  There being no further business to come before the meeting it was adjourned upon motion made and seconded.
