
Minutes of Meeting

________________________________________________________________

1.  Call to Order.  The Board of Directors of Raytown Fire Protection District met in regular session on December 26, 2006, at 9:00 a.m., at Fire Station No. 1, 6020 Raytown Trafficway, Raytown, Missouri.  The following directors/officers were present or absent as indicated:

The President of the Board of Directors declared that a quorum was present and called the meeting to order.

2. Approve Agenda.  The agenda was amended by adding Item c. Fee Structure Ordinance and item d. Directors’ Pay to Old Business.  The agenda was then unanimously approved, as amended, upon motion made by Mr. Ross and seconded by Mr. Palmer.

3.  Approve Minutes.  The minutes of the December 12, 2006 meeting were not ready for consideration.

4. Financial Reports.
a.   Treasurer’s Report.  Mr. Geier did not provide a written report.  However, he was in attendance.  He stated that 2006 taxes are coming in.  He has begun the process with UMB for automatic deposit of payroll.  An internal policy was discussed whereby the persons who create paychecks cannot transfer the money to the bank and it should take two people to do the transfer.

5. Old Business.

a. Budget Adoption.  Each of the board members having had the opportunity to review the budget message, Mr. Ross moved that the 2007 budget ordinance be approved.  The motion was seconded by Mr. Palmer and a roll call vote followed with these results:

b. Apparatus Seats.    This item was discussed at the December 12 meeting of the Board.  It is being brought forward at this time for board action.  This is a nonbudgeted expense and will require a budget amendment.  Thereupon, Mr. Ross made a motion to move $10,000.00 from budget account 890 to budget account 711 to pay for the restructuring of the seating in the two frontline trucks.  Upon second by Mr. Palmer, a roll call vote was taken with the following results:

            d.  Directors’ Pay.  A clarification of what determines a meeting under the Sunshine Law was requested by Mr. Bruch, specifically attendance at the “charette” for the building remodels.  Mr. Odneal stated that anytime two directors are present at a meeting, it is considered a Board meeting under the Sunshine Law.  It should be posted and minutes taken.  Mr. Odneal will research it further, but it is his understanding that the Directors may be paid for up to 7 meetings in a month.  The President shall be paid an extra $50.00 each for two of those meetings.  A director representing the fire district at a conference or other event is not entitled to pay.        


6. New Business.
 a.    Legislative Agenda.  Mr. Ross reported that he attended the legislative breakfast at city hall.  He met a couple of gentlemen, one from Cleaver’s office and one from Bond’s office.  Mr. Ross told these gentlemen that Raytown Fire never gets grants.  They stated that anytime a grant is file, they be given a copy and they will see what they can do to get some grant money for the District.  Mr. Ross gave the information to FF/Medic Helphrey who files grants for the District.      

7.  Adjournment.  There being no further business to come before the regular meeting, it was adjourned upon motion made and seconded.  The next regular meeting of the Board will be held at 9:00 a.m. on Tuesday, January 9, 2007.
