
Minutes of Meeting

Board of Directors

Raytown Fire Protection District

April 25, 2006

________________________________________________________________

1.  Call to Order.  The regular meeting of the Board of Directors of the Raytown Fire Protection District was held on April 25, 2006.  The meeting was called to order at 9:00 a.m., the following persons being present:  President Bruce Bruch, Vice President Willard Ross, Secretary Robert Palmer, Treasurer Gerald Geier, Attorney Roger Odneal, Chief Rick Mawhirter and Assistant Chief James Flannery.  A quorum was present and the following order of business was conducted:

2. Approve Agenda.  Upon motion made by Mr. Bruch and seconded by Mr. Palmer, the agenda was unanimously approved as written. 

3. Approve Minutes.  Upon motion made by Mr. Palmer and seconded by Mr. Ross, the minutes of the regular meeting held April 5, 2006, and the minutes of a special meeting held April 17, 2006, were approved as written.  

4. Financial Reports.
a. Treasurer’s Report.  Mr. Geier provided a written report, a copy of which is attached to these minutes.   

b. Balance Sheets and Income Statements.  These reports were reviewed and copies are attached to these minutes. 

c. Bill Payments.  This report was reviewed and a copy is attached to these minutes.  Chief Mawhirter stated that although it doesn’t show on this month’s report, the $1875.00 to the City of Raytown for the District’s portion of the membership fee for the Kansas City Area Development Council has been issued.  This item was approved in the 2006 budget under account 859 Dues and Subscriptions.  

d. Budget Comparison.  This report was reviewed and a copy is attached to these minutes.  

e. Sales Tax Report.  This report was reviewed and a copy is attached to these minutes.  

5. Old Business

a. Election Certification.  The Official Certification of the Special Election has been received and was reviewed by the Board.  A copy is attached to these minutes. 

6.  New Business.

a. MAFPD Conference.  This year’s MAFPD conference will be held June 23-25 at Tan-Tar-A.  Mr. Bruch stated that he could not attend.  Mr. Ross and Mr. Palmer plan to attend.  Mr. Odneal will attend the Attorney Workshop on June 23.

Mr. Ross and Mr. Palmer will receive their NIMS training at the conference. 

Notes on Miscellaneous Discussions.  Non-agenda discussions included:

a. Promotion of Matt Mace.  Chief Mawhirter announced that Mr. Mace has been promoted to Assistant Fire Marshal with the rank of Captain effective April 26, 2006.  Shift moves also begin on that date.  The last person on the eligibility list has been contacted for the vacancy.  The eligibility list is now depleted and the creation of a new list will be started.

b. Replacement of 63rd Street Bridge.  The City is discussing the economic impact of replacing the 63rd Street bridge.  If they do it all at once, 63rd Street will be completely closed for a period of time, cutting off the downtown area.  If they do it one-half at a time, the street can stay open but it will take longer.  Of course, whatever they choose to do will affect the operations of the fire department.

c. Roundup Days.   The Chamber of Commerce has made some changes in the dates and place of Roundup Days.  Instead of Thursday through Saturday, it will start on Friday and run through Sunday.  The proposed location is at the Raytown Education Center with vendors in the bus barn.

d. Station Remodels.  Mr. Palmer asked if the District is locked in to any specific blue prints for the station remodels.  Chief Mawhirter stated that the District has paid $20,000.00 for pre-designs for both stations.  Mr. Palmer said that he thought a lot could be learned from visiting a couple of the remodeled stations in Kansas City, not necessarily for the outward design but the location of facilities within the buildings.  Chief Davis explained that that is the process he’s going through right now – getting input and ideas, not just from one individual but from departments in the area that have already gone through this.  By next board meeting he hopes to have more information and will prepare an outline or “agenda” to be followed to get the project going.
e. Training/Mr. Odneal.  There is an upcoming seminar to be held in Kansas City on the Sunshine Law.  Upon motion by Mr. Palmer and second by the Ross, Mr. Odneal’s attendance at the seminar was approved, the fee to be reimbursed by the District. 
f. Raytown Promotional Insert/KC Star.  Chief Mawhirter reported that the City asked if the District wants to participate in the Raytown Promotional Insert in the Kansas City Star.  A one-eighth page is $350.00 – one-fourth page is $700.00.  Upon motion made by Mr. Bruch and seconded by Mr. Palmer the one-fourth page add was approved by the following vote:
