1. Call to Order.  The regular meeting of the Board of Directors of the Raytown Fire Protection District was held on April 5, 2006.  The meeting was called to order at 9:00 a.m., the following persons being present:  President Bruce Bruch, Vice President Willard Ross, Secretary Robert Palmer, Attorney Roger Odneal, Fire Chief Rick Mawhirter and Assistant Chief James Flannery.  A quorum was present and the following order of business was conducted:

2. Approve Agenda.  Mr. Bruch asked that an Executive Session be added to the agenda.  Upon motion made by Mr. Ross and seconded by Mr. Palmer, the agenda was unanimously approved as amended. 

3. Approve Minutes.  Upon motion made by Mr. Ross and seconded by Mr. Palmer, the minutes of the regular meeting held March 28, 2006 were unanimously approved as written.

4. Operating Reports.
a. General Operations.  Due to circumstances beyond his control, Chief Mawhirter was unable to provide a written report.  However, he reported verbally on the following matters:

(1) Work Agreement.  He stated that he had sent a memorandum to the Local officers asking them when negotiations might resume on the work agreement.  They are planning to meet on Monday and should be available anytime that following week.

(2) Railroad Street Industrial Park.  Bill Price of Shamrock Cabinets has hit a roadblock having to do with the building code requiring a 60-foot clearance around the building he wants to build.  There is a  possibility he can go ahead with his plans if he can purchase the building on the southwest corner which is currently occupied by someone else.  


         
         (3) City Administrator.  Chief Mawhirter reported that he was invited by the Acting City Administrator to attend a meeting last Thursday night to meet the three finalists for the city administrator’s job.  They should have chosen a new city administrator by next week.    

b.  Response Times.  Assistant Chief Flannery provided a response times report for March, a copy of which is attached to these minutes.
c. Training.  Battalion Chief Hunley provided a written report, a copy of which is attached to these minutes.  NIMS (National Incident Management System) training was discussed.  Everyone is supposed to be trained by September 30; however, some of the required classes have not yet been developed.  Also, it has been mandated by Presidential Order that all department heads of cities and districts must take the training in order to be eligible for future federal grants.  
d.  EMS Committee/Training Report.  Due to his commitment to the election campaign, Firefighter/Medic Mace was unable to put together a report.

e. Buildings and Grounds.  Battalion Chief Davis provided a written report, a copy of which is attached to these minutes.  

f. Equipment Maintenance.  Battalion Chief Jones provided a written report, a copy of which is attached to these minutes.
