a.   Treasurer’s Report.  Mr. Geier reported that Gilmore & Bell has provided a rebate computation report.  As of July 1, 2007, arbitrage rebate of $42,363.44 was generated on the Bonds.  No rebate will be payable until the earlier of July 1, 2011 or the date the last Bond is paid.    The next annual computation date will be July 1, 2008.

In the meantime, he asked that the Board give approval to order the replacement.  All directors were in agreement that the new radio be ordered immediately.
