1.  Call to Order.  The Board of Directors of Raytown Fire Protection District met in regular session on December 18, 2007, at 10:00 a.m., at 10000 E 59th Street, Raytown, Missouri.  This meeting was originally scheduled for December 11 but was cancelled due to the weather and rescheduled for December 18.   The following officers were present or absent as indicated:

The President of the Board of Directors declared that a quorum was present and called the meeting to order.

Other persons in attendance were: Chief Mawhirter, Assistant Chief Flannery, Battalion Chiefs Jones and Mace, and Mr. Odneal.

2. Approve Agenda.  Upon motion made by Mr. Ross the agenda was amended by deleting item 4, Financial Reports and item 5.a. 2008 Budget Ordinance and item 5. b. Document Destruction.  The agenda was then unanimously approved as written.

3. Approve Minutes.  The minutes of the December 18 Financial meeting were not available for consideration.  

4. Operating Reports.
a.  General Operations.  Chief Mawhirter provided a written report, a copy of which is attached to these minutes.  He announced that Chief Collins’ funeral will be held at 1:00 p.m., Thursday, December 20 at Mount Moriah Funeral Home.  At the request of the family, the District will take part in the funeral by providing honor guard and apparatus as needed, including carrying the casket to the burial site.  He stated that Chief Collins’ son, Dale Craig Collins, who is a captain with Central Jackson County Fire Protection District, has requested the honor of driving the apparatus carrying his father to the gravesite.  The Directors had no objection.

The Missouri Association of Firefighters’ trailer that is set up with everything needed for a fire service funeral will be picked up in Boonville and the District has been asked to keep it until after the first of the year.   There is no charge for the use of the trailer except for the purchase of a flag and flag case for presentation to the family, if so desired.   The Association also accepts donations.

With regard to item 5 of Chief Mawhirter’s report, the District received a federal grant in the amount of $46,610.00 for the purchase of equipment.  Chief Mawhirter’s concern is whether the District must solicit bids for items with a cumulative cost of over $10,000.00 in order to comply with State statutes.  The District has already purchased two radios on the Nebraska State bid for around $2,500.00 each.  We will be purchasing four more radios and time is short because the Nebraska State bid is about to expire.  Also, several sets of bunker gear will be purchased at around $1,200.00 each.  Chief Mawhirter stated that bids will be solicited for these to make sure they meet specifications.

b. Response Times.  A.C. Flannery provided a response times report for December, a copy of which is attached to these minutes.   

c. Training.  B.C. Hunley provided a written report, a copy of which is attached to these minutes.  Chief Hunley was not in attendance.  Chief Mawhirter added that we have three firefighters in paramedic school and the two who are going through MAST are almost completed.  The third person was already in school with CJC and he is coming close to being complete also.  Chief Hunley has budgeted for three more people to enroll in paramedic school  in 2008 and they will be sent to MAST. 

d.   EMS Training.  A report was not provided.

e.  Buildings and Grounds.  B.C. Davis provided a written report, a copy of which is attached to these minutes.  

f.       Equipment Maintenance.  B.C. Jones provided a written report, a copy of which is attached to these minutes.
