
Minutes of Meeting

Board of Directors

Raytown Fire Protection District

February 28, 2007

________________________________________________________________

1.  Call to Order.  The Board of Directors of Raytown Fire Protection District met in regular session on February 28, 2007, at 9:00 a.m., at Fire Station No. 1, 6020 Raytown Trafficway, Raytown, Missouri.  The following directors/officers were present or absent as indicated:

The President of the Board of Directors declared that a quorum was present and called the meeting to order.

2. Approve Agenda.  The agenda was unanimously approved upon motion made by Mr. Ross and seconded by Mr. Palmer.

3.  Approve Minutes.  Upon motion made by Mr. Ross and seconded by Mr. Palmer, the minutes of the February 6, 2007 regular meeting were unanimously approved as written.

4. Financial Reports.
a.   Treasurer’s Report.  Mr. Geier provided a written report, copy attached to these minutes.

5. Old Business.

a.  Discussion – City Financial Agreement.  Chief Mawhirter reported that several weeks ago he received a document from Joanne Graham and, he thought, 


Dan Estes, on the 350 Highway project, which was very confusing and very 

open ended with a lot of blanks.  The following Monday at the city staff meeting Chief Mawhirter brought up his concerns about the document.  Later, Dan Estes realized he hadn’t seen the document in question.  After consulting with Joanne Graham he called and said to disregard the document – it was not what was intended and needs to be rewritten.  This item is now on the agenda for the City Board of Aldermen meeting scheduled for March 6, 2007, without having provided the District with a copy for its review.  He was assured that a copy would be forthcoming but as of this meeting, it has not been received.


b. Discussion – Temporary Housing.  Chief Davis reported that he has been working with Micah Feingold in an effort to lease the Nissan building at 350 Highway and Blue Ridge Boulevard to be used as temporary housing while the station remodeling is in progress.  Also, as set out in Paul Thomson’s email, attached, it is possible that the owner of the building can reap some deduction against federal and state tax liability.

 Mr. Palmer stated that after seeing the building, he was so impressed that he thinks the District could save money by buying the building for $1.4 million and do some renovation and have everything you could possibly need for a headquarters station.  Station #1 could be remodeled as planned and Station #2 could be sold.  But, his concern is that this is not what was approved by the voters.  Mr. Odneal said he would look into what would need to be done to go this route.

Chief Davis reported that Aquila has donated a large amount of office furniture to the District that needs to be stored until it can be placed either in temporary housing or until the station remodels are completed.  The best price he has found is for a 10X20 space at the storage facility on 350 Highway behind Laurel Lanes.  It is half price for the first month and $119.00 thereafter on a month-to-month basis,  plus $8.00 a month for insurance.  A motion was made by Mr. Palmer that storage space be rented on a month-to-month basis at the rate of $119.00 per month plus $8.00 for insurance.  The motion was seconded by Mr. Ross and unanimously approved by roll call vote as follows:

6. New Business.
a.  Salary Ordinances.  According to the current work agreement, salary increases effective March 1 for line personnel are to be based on the C.P.I.  which figures out to be 3.2%.  Traditionally, the Board has approved equivalent salary increases for the chief officers and administrative assistant.  Ordinances have been prepared for the Board’s consideration as follows:

(1) An ordinance setting the rate of pay, work schedule and benefits for the Administrative Assistant of the Raytown Fire Protection District setting the base rate of pay at $18.40 per hour for a 40-hour work week effective March 1, 2007.

A motion was made by Mr. Ross to approve the ordinance setting the rate of pay for the Administrative Assistant.  The motion was seconded by Mr. Palmer and unanimously approved by roll call vote as follows:
