________________________________________________________________

1.  Call to Order.  The Board of Directors of Raytown Fire Protection District met in regular session on May 30, 2007, at 9:00 a.m., at Fire Station No. 1, 6020 Raytown Trafficway, Raytown, Missouri.  The following directors/officers were present or absent as indicated:

The President of the Board of Directors declared that a quorum was present and called the meeting to order.

Mr. Ross then introduced Mr. Hamilton of the Raytown City Board of Aldermen.  Mr. Hamilton will act as the liaison between the City and the Fire District. 

2.  Approve Agenda.  Upon motion made and seconded, the agenda was amended by the addition of item b. Invoice Approval to Old Business and item a. Overtime Bill and item b. Rental Agreement to New Business and the deletion of item 8.  The agenda was then unanimously approved as amended upon motion made by Mr. Ross and seconded by Mr. Palmer.

3.  Approve Minutes.  Upon motion made by Mr. Ross and seconded by Mr. Palmer, the minutes of the May 8, 2007 regular meeting and a special meeting immediately following the regular meeting were unanimously approved as written.

5. Old Business.

a. Bids/Mobile Homes.  Chief Hunley presented a letter (copy attached to these minutes) setting out bids received for three manufactured homes to be used as temporary housing during fire station remodel/construction.  The bids are as follows:

Chief Hunley stated that the recommendation is that the board accept the bid from Pitts Homes, Inc.  Chief Mawhirter asked that the rules be suspended due to time constraints and that the purchase of the homes be approved today so that delivery can be made by June 21.

6. New Business.
a. Overtime Bill.  Due to the failure of the overtime bill to reach a vote during the recent Legislative session, the Attorney General has been asked to render an opinion on the last paragraph of the language regarding if an MOU or work agreement is in place.   Mr. Palmer asked if the District wanted to join those who are requesting the AG opinion.  The directors, as well as Mr. Odneal, were in favor of doing whatever they can to get this problem resolved.  Mr. Odneal will contact Louis Wright of the IAFF to ascertain how the District can be of help.   
b. Rental Agreement.  Mr. Odneal presented a draft of a rental agreement between the District and Neal Clevenger for a portion of Mr. Clevenger’s property just south of the District property.  The agreement would become effective June 1, 2007 at a monthly rental of $285.00.  Following a discussion of the terms of the agreement, a motion was made by Mr. Ross to approve the document.  The motion was seconded by Mr. Palmer and unanimously adopted upon roll call vote as follows:
