1.  Call to Order.  The Board of Directors of Raytown Fire Protection District met in regular session on May 8, 2007, at 9:00 a.m., at Fire Station No. 1, 6020 Raytown Trafficway, Raytown, Missouri.  The following officers were present or absent as indicated:

The President of the Board of Directors declared that a quorum was present and called the meeting to order.

2. Approve Agenda.  Upon motion made by Mr. Ross and seconded by Mr. Bruch, the agenda was unanimously approved as written by affirmative vote of those directors present at the meeting. 

3. Approve Minutes.  Upon motion made by Mr. Ross and seconded by Mr. Bruch, the minutes of the regular meeting held April 24, 2007 and a special meeting held immediately after the regular meeting were unanimously approved as written.

4. Operating Reports.
a. General Operations.  Chief Mawhirter provided a written report, a copy of which is attached to these minutes. 

With regard to item 2 of Chief Mawhirter’s report, Captain Mace has contacted both the YMCA and Fit for Life and both facilities are agreeable to allowing our personnel access to workout equipment while the stations are being remodeled.

c.   Training.  B.C. Hunley provided a written report, a copy of which is attached to these minutes.  Included in his report is a document entitled “Manufactured Homes Instructions to Bidders”.  He wants to get started on the publication and bid process this week.  

Chief Mawhirter reported that he had not heard back from the City regarding liability for District personnel driving City vehicles.  He will contact the District’s carrier for an opinion.

d.   EMS Training.  Firefighter/Paramedic Helphrey provided a written report, a copy of which is attached to these minutes.

e.   Buildings and Grounds.  B.C. Davis provided a written report, a copy of which is attached to these minutes.

5.  Old Business.
a.   Economic Development Advisory Committee.  With regard to this item, a decision has not yet been made whether or not to join with the City, the School District and the Chamber of Commerce to pay for a membership in the EDAC. b.  Promotion Ordinance/Mace.  An ordinance was presented for the Board’s consideration as follows:


An ordinance promoting Matthew Mace to Battalion Chief and setting his rate of pay at $73,023.11 annually, his sick leave buyback rate at $35.11 hourly and his overtime rate at $52.66 hourly, effective May 1, 2007.
