1.  Call to Order.  The Board of Directors of Raytown Fire Protection District met in regular session on May 27, 2008, at 9:00 a.m., at 10000 E. 59th Street, Raytown, Missouri.  The following directors were present or absent as indicated:

The President of the Board of Directors declared that a quorum was present and called the meeting to order. .

        a.  Workout Equipment Bid.  Firefighter/Medic Davis reported that he received one bid for exercise equipment after having published Invitation to Bid in the local paper.  A copy of the proposal/bid from Fitness Showcase for $45,433.00 was presented to the Board with Mr. Davis’ recommendation that it be accepted.  Mr. Davis stated that the stair climber ($4,800.00) and one hip sled ($1,050.00) will be deleted.  Therefore, the bid is for $39,583.00.  This is $6,800.00 less than budgeted but additional miscellaneous items are yet to be purchased.  A motion was made by Mr. Ross that the bid of $39,583.00 from Fitness Showcase be accepted.  The motion was approved upon roll call vote as follows:

         b.  350 Highway Redevelopment.  Fire Marshal Mace reported that there is a proposal before the City to develop the Knobtown rock quarry into housing.  In addition, the developer wants to develop the median between the highways to the east of Westridge.  The first thing they want to do is take Westridge out and turn it into a traffic circle which would severely handicap the fire department’s emergency response to the north of 350.  It would also effectively route shoppers away from Raytown.  Mr. Mace stated that he was very concerned about this plan and would like the Board’s permission to express his concern, as well as the Board’s, at a meeting with the City today at 3:00.  The Board agreed that Mr. Mace should attend the meeting and voice his and the Board’s concerns.  This will be followed by a letter from the District.
