        a.  Purchase of Patch Collection.  Chief Mawhirter reported that discussions had been held between Chief Hunley and Captain Summers about purchasing Captain Summers’ patch collection. Chief Mawhirter asked that the Board consider this proposal and act on it at the next regularly scheduled meeting.
