2. Approve Agenda.  Upon motion made by Mr. Ross the agenda was unanimously approved as written.

3. Approve Minutes.  Upon motion by Mr. Ross the minutes of the June 24, 2008 financial meeting were unanimously approved as written.
4. Operating Reports.
a.  General Operations.  Chief Mawhirter was not in attendance; however, he provided a written report, a copy of which is attached to these minutes. d.   EMS Training.  Captain Helphrey provided a written report, a copy of which is attached to these minutes.  Chief Hunley said that Captain Helphrey’s statement that CEUs would start “tomorrow” was erroneous because the move from the trailers into the station took up most of that week and no training took place.

f. Equipment Maintenance.  B.C. Jones provided a written report, including a copy of the fuel bill.  He said that he found out the City was buying premium gasoline and switched to regular unleaded; therefore, a drop in the fuel bill.  A copy of Chief Jones’ report is attached to these minutes.
