
Minutes of Meeting

Board of Directors

Raytown Fire Protection District
July 29, 2008

________________________________________________________________

1.  Call to Order.  The Board of Directors of the Raytown Fire Protection District met in regular session on July 29, 2008, at 9:00 a.m., at 6020 Raytown Trafficway Raytown, Missouri.  The following directors were present or absent as indicated:

The President of the Board of Directors declared that a quorum was present and called the meeting to order. .

Also attending the meeting were Chief Mawhirter, B.C. Hunley, Captain Bauer, Mr. Odneal, Mr. Geier and Alderman Hamilton, fire district liaison.  

2. Approve Agenda.  Upon motion made by Mr. Ross the agenda was approved as written.

3.  Approve Minutes.  Upon motion made by Mr. Ross the minutes of the regular meeting held July 15, 2008, were corrected by adding Mr. Hamilton to those in attendance.  The minutes were then unanimously approved as corrected.
4.   Introduction of New Employee.  Chief Mawhirter introduced the District’s newest firefighter, Steven Copenhaver.  The Board welcomed Steven to the Raytown Fire Protection District family.
5.   Financial Reports.
a.   Treasurer’s Report.  Mr. Geier did not provide a written investment report; however, he was in attendance and available for questions regarding the District’s financial situation.

b.  Balance Sheets and Income Statements.  Balance sheets and income statements for the construction fund, the debt service fund, the operating fund and the pension fund were reviewed and copies are attached to these minutes.  

c. Bill Payments.  This report was reviewed and a copy is attached to these minutes.  

d. Budget Comparison.  This report was reviewed and a copy is attached to these minutes.  Chief Mawhirter will present a document to the Board at the next meeting on the six-month budget review and there are several accounts that need more money.  He will look at existing accounts that are not being used or are not scheduled to be used until later in the year and transfer as much money as possible out of the current budget into those shortfall line items.  Hopefully these transfers within the budget will be sufficient and there won’t be a need to request funds out of reserve.   

e. Sales Tax Report.  This report was reviewed and a copy is attached to these minutes.  Sales tax continues to dwindle.  We are currently at $18,000.00 less than last year at this time.

7. New Business.
        a.  Yearend 2007 Audit.  Chief Mawhirter reported that the yearend 2007 audit was completed and copies had been included in the Board packets.  Mr. Ross moved that the 2007 audit be accepted and the motion carried upon roll call vote as follows:

Mr. Odneal will file a copy with the State Auditor’s Office.

b.   Notice of Levy Hearing.  Chief Mawhirter reported that the Notice of Public Hearing for setting the 2008 levy will be published this week.  The levy hearing will be held August 12 during the regular meeting of the Board.

c.   SCBA Discussion.  This subject was placed on the agenda for discussion because of item 6 of Chief Mawhirter’s  July 15 board report.  Captain Bauer was asked to attend this meeting to expand on Chief Mawhirter’s report. Captain Bauer stated that the District’s 60 SCBA bottles need to be replaced over the next three years.  He recommends that 20 be replaced each year.  SCI, the company that used to make bottles for Scott has started selling their bottles direct at $399.00 per bottle as compared to Scott’s $675.00 per bottle.   However, the SCI bottles are not NIOSH certified with the pack and it would basically shift any liability to the fire district instead of the manufacturer.   Mr. Odneal stated that this is not something the District should accept.   Captain Bauer said that the Scott rep has indicated that he can do better than $675.00 per bottle but would not give us a definite number until he knew how many we planned to replace but stated he could not meet the $399.00 SCI price.  The directors agreed that Captain Bauer should get a quote from the Scott rep for replacing 20 bottles.    

   d.   Damage to 1402.  Chief Jones was not available to discuss this item. Chief Mawhirter stated that Chief Jones has recommended that the body damage to 1402 be repaired.  However, there is no money budgeted for this item.  Mr. Ross asked that this item be placed on the agenda for the August 12 meeting and that Chief Jones have some repair estimates for consideration.


    e.   MAFPD Attorney Workshop.  Mr. Odneal reported that the MAFPD Attorney Workshop was interesting and informative.  The Sunshine Law was discussed and Mr. Odneal is satisfied that the District is handling Sunshine Law issues correctly.  
There was a session on banking.  They particularly discussed the FDIC question and how to get a bank to assure you that they are posting surety bonds and not backing up other people with the same ones.  They had several suggestions and documents on bidding out investments.

There was a session on leave and military leave.  There are probably some work agreement issues that we should be careful how some things are described, particularly how some benefits are earned.   Military leave is considered leave of absence and certain benefits continue to accrue. 

There was some discussion on FMLA, Workers Comp, and ADA.  

There was discussion about a change in the pension law that talks about a pension board made up of three people, two of whom are directors and one member elected from any of the participants in the plan.  Mr. Odneal’s opinion on first reading of the statute is that it does not apply to the District because the pension plan is administered by LAGERS.  However, he will study the statute further.

8. Adjournment.  There being no further business to come before the regular meeting, it was adjourned.  The dates for the August meetings were scheduled for August 12 and August 26.
