1.  Call to Order.  The Board of Directors of the Raytown Fire Protection District met in regular session on September 23, 2008, at 9:00 a.m., at 6020 Raytown Trafficway Raytown, Missouri.  The following directors were present or absent as indicated:

The President of the Board of Directors declared that a quorum was present and called the meeting to order. .

Also attending the meeting were Chief Mawhirter, A.C. Flannery, Fire Marshal Mace, Mr. Odneal,  and Alderman Hamilton, fire district liaison.  
2.  Approve Agenda.  Upon motion made by Mr. Ross the agenda was amended by adding Fireworks Proposal under Old Business and Lagers Convention under New Business..

3.  Approve Minutes.  Upon motion made by Mr. Ross the minutes of the regular meeting held September 9, 2008, were approved as written.
4.  Financial Reports.
a.   Treasurer’s Report.  Mr. Geier provided a written report assuring the Directors that the District’s investments are secure. A copy of Mr. Geier’s report is attached to these minutes.

b.  Balance Sheets and Income Statements.  Balance sheets and income statements for the construction fund, the debt service fund, the operating fund and the pension fund were reviewed and copies are attached to these minutes.  

c. Bill Payments.  This report was reviewed and a copy is attached to these minutes.  

d. Budget Comparison.  This report was reviewed and a copy is attached to these minutes.  
e. Sales Tax Report.  This report was reviewed and a copy is attached to these minutes.  Sales tax was down $13,000.00 from the same period last year.  
5. Old Business.
a.   Update on Open House.  Chief Mawhirter reported that everything is on schedule for the open house.  Friday afternoon, October 10, is reserved for fire departments and city dignitaries.  Saturday, October 11, will be for the general public.  The dedication will precede the open house.  A planning meeting will be scheduled for later this week and the Directors are welcome to attend. 
b.  Fireworks Proposal.  Alderman Ertz addressed the meeting regarding his intention to bring forth a fireworks ordinance before the City Board later this year.  He asked for the District’s support of the ordinance since it would be the fire department’s responsibility to issue tent permits and inspect the tents for fire safety.  The ordinance would allow only Raytown charities to apply for fireworks sales permits and the number of permits would be limited.  Certain types of fireworks would be banned from sales and use.  Shooting off of fireworks within the city would be limited to either the 4th of July or the 3rd, 4th and 5th of July.  Mr. Ertz plans to present this ordinance to the City Council in November.  Mr. Ross asked that the District be kept informed of the ordinance’s progress. 
 
6. New Business.
        a.  Tobacco Use in Stations.  Mr. Ross reported that he has noticed cigarette butts in the flower beds, on the driveways and around the doors at both stations.  He would like to see District employees take pride in the new buildings and put cigarette butts, and other trash generated from smoking, in the receptacles provided.   
          b.  Annual Lagers Meeting.  Chief Mawhirter stated that the Lagers annual conference will be held October 23 and 24 at the University Plaza Hotel.  As in the past, an Employer Delegate is to be elected to attend the conference.  Mr. Palmer expressed his desire to go this year and was duly elected by the two other directors to do so.  Mr. Ross also plans to attend the conference as a non-voting representative.  
7. Adjournment.  There being no further business to come before the regular meeting, it was adjourned.  The next regular meeting of the Board will be held on October 14, 2008.
