1.  Call to Order.  The Board of Directors of Raytown Fire Protection District met in regular session on August 25, 2009 at 9:00 a.m., at 6020 Raytown Trafficway, Raytown, Missouri.  The following directors were present or absent as indicated:

The President of the Board of Directors declared that a quorum was present and called the meeting to order.
Other persons in attendance were: Chief Mawhirter, Battalion Chiefs Hunley, Mace, Jones and Davis, Mr. Geier, Mr. Odneal and Mr. Hamilton.
2. Approve Agenda.  Upon motion made by Mr. Ross the agenda was unanimously approved as written.

3. Approve Minutes.  Upon motion by Mr. Ross the minutes of the July 29, 2008 financial meeting were unanimously approved as written.
4. Levy Hearing.  A public hearing was held for the purpose of setting the levy rate for 2009 on all taxable real and tangible property within the Raytown Fire Protection District.  A copy of the Notice of Public Hearing is attached to these minutes.  A motion was made by Mr. Ross to set the 2009 levy at $0.78 for general operations, $0.05 for the pension fund, and $0.18 for debt service, for a total of $1.01 per $100 of assessed valuation.  The motion carried upon roll call vote as follows:

The motion having passed by unanimous vote of those directors present, a Certificate of Rate of Levy was executed and will be filed with the County.  It was noted that no one from the public attended the hearing.

5.  Cell Tower Lease.  Trevor Wood and an associate, representing Clear Wireless, came before the meeting to request the District’s permission to place 
Clear Wireless equipment on the AT&T cell tower located on District property at 6020 Raytown Trafficway.  Clear Wireless plans to enter into an agreement with AT&T to lease space at that location.  Mr. Wood presented a copy of a site lease and site plan for the District’s information.  Mr. Odneal looked at the lease and found it to be less than satisfactory and wants to see the master lease.  He also asked Mr. Wood to request AT&T to provide an amendment to the current lease agreement between AT&T and the District, setting forth terms and conditions, including the District’s portion of any lease payments.  Mr. Wood agreed to work on getting the additional information and providing it to Chief Mawhirter prior to the September 29 meeting.   
6.  Financial Reports.
a.   Treasurer’s Report.  Mr. Geier provided a written investment report; a copy of which is attached to these minutes.  
b.  Balance Sheets and Income Statements.  Balance sheets and income statements for the construction fund, the debt service fund, the operating fund and the pension fund were reviewed and copies are attached to these minutes.  With regard to the construction fund, discussion was held as to when all the money must be spent.  There were differing thoughts on this and Chief Davis will refer back to the letter he received from the Gilmore and Bell attorney on this subject.
c. Bill Payments.  This report was reviewed and a copy is attached to these minutes.  

d. Budget Comparison.  This report was reviewed and a copy is attached to these minutes.  

e. Sales Tax Report.  This report was reviewed and a copy is attached to these minutes.  Sales tax was up $4,362.28 over August of 2008.  

7. Old Business.
a.   Second Reading – Battery Conditioner Purchase.  At the August 11 meeting of the Board a request was made by Chief Davis to purchase an additional battery conditioner for $2,740 from Communications Equipment Specialties.  Since Mr. Bruch was not at the August 11 meeting he was brought up to date by Chief Davis on the need for the second battery conditioner.  A motion was then made by Mr. Palmer to accept the bid from Communications Equipment Specialties and that the battery conditioner be purchased out of the construction fund.
