a. AT&T Right-of-Way.  Chief Mawhirter reported that AT&T, who leases a portion of District property for their cell tower, is required by the Federal government to upgrade their service.  Their intent was to bore underground from Arlington to a spot outside the leased area.  Chief Mawhirter stopped them because of all the underground utilities which were installed during construction of the station.  He has been in touch with Ms. Lindsey Duboeuf with AT&T who deals with property that is associated with entities they lease from.  There have been discussions on how and where they can place a conduit to their mobility shelter without damaging underground utilities already in place.  AT&T is anxious to get this done in order to comply with Federal requirements.  Chief Mawhirter is bringing this to the Board and Mr. Odneal, the District’s attorney, for direction.  
Following a discussion of the project and its ramifications, a motion was made to approve the work subject to a document from AT&T setting out a general description of the work they are going to perform, how they are going to do it, and that they will assume liability for any damage that is caused by their actions.
