1.  Call to Order.  The Board of Directors of the Raytown Fire Protection District met in regular session on October 15, 2009, at 9:00 a.m., at 6020 Raytown Trafficway, Raytown, Missouri.  The meeting was originally scheduled for October 13 but was postponed due to illness of President Ross.

The President of the Board of Directors declared that a quorum was present and called the meeting to order.
Other persons in attendance were: Chief Mawhirter, Assistant Chief Flannery, Battalion Chief Mace, and Mr. Odneal.
2. Approve Agenda.  Upon motion by Mr. Palmer the agenda was approved as written. 
3. Approve Minutes.  Upon motion by Mr. Palmer the minutes of the September 29, 2009 financial meeting were unanimously approved as written.
4. Operating Reports.
a. General Operations.  Chief Mawhirter provided a written report, a copy of which is attached to these minutes. 
In item 3 of his report, Chief Mawhirter stated that as soon as the three medic students pass their licensure testing, there will be a total of 11 medics on staff.  That number is actually 12.
With regard to item 5 – GIS mapping – Chief Mawhirter doesn’t believe that the limited benefit to the District justifies the cost of $8500 set-up fee and $600 a month user fee divided between the users.
An item not included in Chief Mawhirter’s written report is the outside use of the District’s training facility by Blue River Community College.   They are starting their Firefighter I and II class on October 20 and need a place to meet because their classroom has been shut down for that one day.  There will be 24 students plus instructors.  
With regard to item 7, Assistant Chief Flannery has been in contact with the Jackson County Health Department regarding the H1N1 vaccine.  As soon as the vaccine becomes available for emergency workers he is on the contact list for distribution.  The health department representative said they will probably have  one day that first responders can get the vaccine at a central location for the metro-wide area. 
Chief Mawhirter also reported that the union, with the help of Mr. Palmer, will be participating in Cancer Awareness by wearing T-shirts on October 23, 24 and 25.  Chief Mawhirter authorized the purchase and wearing of T-shirts.  He has asked Captain Summers to check his budget for available funds to purchase the shirts.  Captain Summers said that the union might help pay for the shirts.  
b. Response Times.  A.C. Flannery provided a response time report for August, a copy of which is attached to these minutes. 
Chief Mawhirter mentioned that last month at the Western Missouri Fire Chiefs meeting, Chief Dyer said that the City of Kansas City and the City of Liberty were negotiating automatic aid we well as dispatching.  After the meeting, Chief Dyer approached Chief Mawhirter and said that once the Liberty negotiations are ironed out, they will be contacting us about doing our dispatching.      
c.  Training.  B.C. Hunley provided a written report, a copy of which is attached to these minutes.  
d. EMS Training.  Captain Helphrey provided a written report, a copy of which is attached to these minutes.
e.   Building and Grounds.  B.C. Davis provided a written report, a copy of which is attached to these minutes.  In his report, he requested approval to purchase six VHF radios at $625.31 each and one 800  mhz radio for $2,973.90 for a total of $6,725.76 out of the construction fund.  This item will be placed on the October 27 agenda for second reading.
