The President of the Board of Directors declared that a quorum was present and called the meeting to order.
Other persons in attendance were: Chief Mawhirter, Assistant Chief Flannery, Battalion Chiefs Hunley, Davis, Jones and Mace, Mr. Geier, Mr. Odneal and Mr. Hamilton.
2. Approve Agenda.  Upon motion made by Mr. Bruch the agenda was unanimously approved as written.

3. Approve Minutes.  Upon motion by Mr. Palmer the minutes of the October 15, 2009 meeting were unanimously approved as written.
4.  Financial Reports.
a.   Treasurer’s Report.  Mr. Geier did not provide a written investment report; however he was in attendance and available for questions.  
b.  Balance Sheets and Income Statements.  Balance sheets and income statements for the construction fund, the debt service fund, the operating fund and the pension fund were reviewed and copies are attached to these minutes.
c. Bill Payments.  This report was reviewed and a copy is attached to these minutes.  

d. Budget Comparison.  This report was reviewed and a copy is attached to these minutes.   This report covers 10 months of the year and Mr. Geier stated that overall the budget is in good shape.  
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e. Sales Tax Report.  This report was reviewed and a copy is attached to these minutes.  Sales tax was down $5,537.49 from October of 2008.  
5.  Old Business.
a.   Cell Tower Lease.  Chief Mawhirter reported that Clearwire LLC is still interested in placing their equipment on the AT&T cell tower located on District property.  At an earlier meeting with Trevor Wood of Clearwire, the District asked Mr. Wood to request AT&T to provide an amendment to the current lease agreement between AT&T and the District setting forth terms and conditions including the District’s portion of any lease payments from Clearwire.  
Since that time, Chief Mawhirter has been in communication with Val Martello of AT&T and she has provided a copy of the second amendment to the lease agreement.  Chief Mawhirter reviewed it and found some problems in that it is not specifically spelled out how much the District is going to be getting from the 50-50 revenue receipts as well as any periodic increases.  Ms. Martello was unable to make the necessary changes by today’s meeting.  She has agreed to provide us a copy of the sublease and any amendments to the sublease so that the District will know what the provisions are.  

As soon as the new paperwork is received, Chief Mawhirter will conact the Directors by phone to get their approval and arrange to have the document signed and notarized.  

b. Second Reading – Radio Purchase.  At the October 15 meeting of the Board a request was made by Chief Davis to purchase six VHF radios at $625.31 each and one 800 mhz radio for $2,973.90 for a total of $6,725.76.  A motion was made by Mr. Palmer to approve the purchase of the radios from Motorola for a total cost of $6,725.76, such purchase to be made out of  the construction fund.
