1.  Call to Order.  The Board of Directors of the Raytown Fire Protection District met in regular session on December 15, 2009, at 9:00 a.m., at 6020 Raytown Trafficway, Raytown, Missouri.

The President of the Board of Directors declared that a quorum was present and called the meeting to order.
Other persons in attendance were: Chief Mawhirter, Assistant Chief Flannery, Battalion Chiefs Davis, Hunley, Jones and Mace, Mr. Odneal and Mr. Hamilton.
2. Approve Agenda.  A motion was made by Mr. Ross that the agenda be amended by bringing New Business forward as item 4 and renumbering the following items as required. The motion was approved and the agenda adopted as amended. 
3. Approve Minutes.  Upon motion by Mr. Palmer the minutes of the November 30, 2009 financial meeting were unanimously approved as written.
4. New Business.
a.  Pat Gilchrist – 1-800-BoardUp.  Mr. Gilchrist and his associate, Mr. Sherwood, of 1-800-BoardUp, gave a presentation explaining what their company does and asking the Fire Board to consider recommending them as a part of the fire district’s services to the community.  1-800-BoardUp provides assistance to victims of disasters. They plan to provide victims’ assistance kits which they would hope that the fire district would carry on its trucks.  There is no cost to the District and any cost for 1-800-BoardUp’s services is billed to victims’ insurance companies.  Following the presentation, Mr. Ross asked that this item be placed on the December 29 agenda for discussion.   
5. Operating Reports.
a. General Operations.  Chief Mawhirter provided a written report, a copy of which is attached to these minutes.
Item 6 was discussed.  Chief Mawhirter reported that the City goes through a lengthy process for accepting gifts and grants and wondered if there are statutes governing fire districts which would require the same process.  Mr. Odneal stated that he was unaware of any such statutes and that he thought it was sufficient for the minutes to reflect acceptance of any money, gifts, or grants. 
b. Response Times.  A.C. Flannery provided a response time report for October, a copy of which is attached to these minutes.  Inconsistencies in automatic aid resonses was mentioned by Chief Mawhirter.  Chief Mace said that Larry Gonnello of Kansas City Fire Department was going to review responses with us. 
c.  Training.  B.C. Hunley provided a written report, a copy of which is attached to these minutes.  
d. EMS Training.  Captain Helphrey provided a written report, a copy of which is attached to these minutes.
e.   Building and Grounds.  B.C. Davis provided a written report, a copy of which is attached to these minutes.  Because of questions as to how bond money can be spent and any time limits as to when it must be spent, he included a copy of Gilmore and Bell’s opinion letter of June 19, 2006.  
     f.   Equipment Maintenance.  B.C. Jones provided a written report, a copy of which is attached to these minutes.  
g.   Fire Prevention.  Fire Marshal Mace provided a written report, a copy of which is attached to these minutes.
