1.  Call to Order.  The Board of Directors of Raytown Fire Protection District met in regular session on December 29, 2009 at 9:00 a.m., at 6020 Raytown Trafficway, Raytown, Missouri.  The following directors were present or absent as indicated:

The President of the Board of Directors declared that a quorum was present and called the meeting to order.
Other persons in attendance were: Chief Mawhirter, Assistant Chief Flannery, Battalion Chiefs Hunley, Davis and Jones, Mr. Odneal and Mr. Hamilton. 
2. Approve Agenda.  Upon motion by Mr. Palmer the agenda was approved as written.  
3. Approve Minutes.  Upon motion by Mr. Palmer the minutes of the December 15, 2009 meeting were unanimously approved as written.
4.  Financial Reports.
a.   Treasurer’s Report.  Mr. Geier was not in attendance; however, he provided a written report covering his communication with UMB regarding the overdrafts which occurred on the District’s account.  His report also covered the 2009 property tax collection and distribution timeline.  Mr. Geier’s report is attached to these minutes.  
b.  Balance Sheets and Income Statements.  Balance sheets and income statements for the construction fund, the debt service fund, the operating fund and the pension fund were reviewed and copies are attached to these minutes.
c. Bill Payments.  This report was reviewed and a copy is attached to these minutes.  

d. Budget Comparison.  This report was reviewed and a copy is attached to these minutes.   
e. Sales Tax Report.  This report was reviewed and a copy is attached to these minutes.  Sales tax collections were down $31,716.76 at year end.  This is the second year in a row that sales tax has fallen below $600,000.00.
5.  Old Business.
a.  1-800 BoardUp Discussion.  A presentation was given at the December 29 meeting by a representative of 1-800-BoardUp asking that the District consider recommending their services at the time of a fire or other incident requiring securing a building.  The Board agreed to discuss this item at the next scheduled board meeting.

Coincidentally, a few days after 1-800 BoardUp’s presentation, a utility truck ran into Station #1, tearing out an overhead door and causing structural damage to the building.  This happened on a Saturday and Chief Mawhirter was unable to reach the District’s insurer; therefore, he called 1-800 BoardUp to take whatever steps were necessary to secure the building and alleviate impending safety concerns.  They were on site very quickly and did a good job of securing the building.  
The Board recognizes that 1-800-BoardUp provides a valuable service but wants to be very careful that they are not endorsing or promoting them.  Any employees who give out information are to be clear that whoever they give a name to realizes that it is a relationship between the property owner and 1-800-BoardUp and that the fire district is not involved.
Chief Mawhirter mentioned this company to the City Manager but the City has a vendor that provides all services required for Community Development such as weed abatement, trash pickups, etc.
