1.  Call to Order.  The Board of Directors of the Raytown Fire Protection District met in regular session on February 17, 2009, at 9:00 a.m., at 6020 Raytown Trafficway, Raytown, Missouri.  The following directors were present or absent as indicated:

2.  Approve Agenda.  Upon motion made by Mr. Ross the agenda was amended by moving Item 6 New Business immediately following Item 3.  The agenda was then approved as amended.
3.  Approve Minutes.  Upon motion made by Mr. Bruch the minutes of the regular meeting held February 3, 2009, and the special meeting held February 10, 2009, were approved as written.
4.  New Business.


a.   Police Department/Discuss Public Safety Sales Tax.  Chief Lynch and Lt. Randy Hudspeth attended the meeting for the purpose of presenting the City’s plan to seek a one-half cent sales tax to be used only for “public safety purposes” which includes police and EMS salaries, equipment, training, supplies, etc.  Chief Lynch asked that the Fire District support the passage of the sales tax.  Following a short discussion, Mr. Ross moved that the Fire District support the proposed public safety sales tax.  The motion carried upon roll call vote as follows:

5.  Financial Reports.
a.   Treasurer’s Report.  Mr. Geier discussed the balance sheets and income statements for the various funds and reported that he had begun to invest tax money.

e. Sales Tax Report.  The February 2009 sales tax collections report was reviewed and a copy is attached to these minutes.  Once again, collections are down over the same period last year.
Chief Mawhirter asked Mr. Geier to provide certain financial information as set out in a memorandum from Chief Hunley, copy attached to these minutes.  This is for the purpose of MOU negotiations.

      a.   Fire Works Ordinance.  Chief Mawhirter provided the latest copy he has of the City’s fireworks ordinance which may come before the city council for action tonight.  This ordinance is unacceptable to the fire district and City Attorney Thompson has not responded to comments from Chief Mawhirter and Fire Marshal Mace.  President Ross and Fire Marshal Mace will attend tonight’s City Council meeting to monitor the ordinance’s progress.  Alderman Hamilton stated that it appears that there needs to be another work session before the ordinance comes to the table again.
