The President of the Board of Directors declared that a quorum was present and called the meeting to order. 
Also attending the meeting were Chief Mawhirter, A.C. Flannery, Fire Marshal Mace, B.C. Jones, Davis and Hunley, Mr. Odneal, and Mr. Geier.
2.  Approve Agenda.  Upon motion made by Mr. Ross the agenda was amended by moving Items 5 and 6 following Item 3.  The agenda was then approved as amended.
3.  Approve Minutes.  A motion was made by Mr. Palmer to approve the minutes of the regular meeting held March 10, 2009 with the exception of item c under New Business.  The motion was approved and item c will be discussed later in the meeting.
4.  Old Business.


      a.  Fireworks Ordinance.  Mr. Odneal offered for the Board’s consideration an ordinance establishing procedures and fees for fire district services related to sale of fireworks within the district.  A motion was made by Mr. Bruch to adopt the ordinance and the motion was passed upon roll call vote as follows:

       6.   New Business.

 
          a.   Preliminary Levy Rates.  Mr. Odneal explained that there has been a statutory change that requires jurisdictions to provide the County with a projection of what they think their levy is going to be.  Prior to that, the County provides the jurisdiction what they project the revenue is going to be.  Mr. Geier has calculated the projected levy for each fund and completed and signed the forms.  Mr. Odneal will file the forms with the County before the April 8 deadline.
3/10/09 Minutes - Item c New Business.  Mr. Palmer stated that he had received a call from Capt. Bauer regarding the Board’s approval of $21,109 from the construction fund to upgrade the apparatus room exhaust system.  According to Capt. Bauer, the Nederman system is not necessary because of a built-in automatic system that activates when carbon monoxide reaches a certain level.  Chief Davis explained that by the time the automatic system activates, the toxic fumes have already permeated the air and been inhaled by employees.  The two systems work in conjunction to keep dangerous fumes vented and provide a safe environment.  The Directors agreed that safety should be the determining factor and affirmed their previous approval of the Nederman system upgrade.        
5.  Financial Reports.
a.   Treasurer’s Report.  Mr. Geier discussed his investment report and the balance sheets and income statements for the various funds.   
b.  Balance Sheets and Income Statements.  Balance sheets and income statements for the construction fund, the debt service fund, the operating fund and the pension fund were reviewed and copies are attached to these minutes.

c. Bill Payments.  This report was reviewed and a copy is attached to these minutes.  

d. Budget Comparison.  This report was reviewed and a copy is attached to these minutes.   
e. Sales Tax Report.  The March sales tax collections report was reviewed and a copy is attached to these minutes.  Collections are up $1,072.00 over the same period last year.
