5.      Financial Reports.
a.   Treasurer’s Report.  Mr. Geier discussed the District’s investments and the balance sheets and income statements for the various funds.  He reported that the money for the new apparatus had been wire transferred.  Mr. Palmer objected to this transaction being done without a member of the Board being involved.  Even though the Board approved the purchase of the apparatus and approved the purchase price, it was his opinion that money transfers of this magnitude should not be done solely by employees of the District.  Mr. Odneal will draft a resolution
setting out the procedure by which wire transfers will be made and checks will be signed. 
b.  Balance Sheets and Income Statements.  Balance sheets and income statements for the construction fund, the debt service fund, the operating fund and the pension fund were reviewed and copies are attached to these minutes.  Chief Mawhirter inquired about accounts 170 and 175 (prepaid expenses).  Mr. Geier said that those figures were put there by the auditor and Mr. Geier thinks that it is property and casualty insurance and workers comp.  He will ask the auditor about these items.
