
Minutes of Meeting

1.  Call to Order.  The Board of Directors of the Raytown Fire Protection District met in regular session on July 28, 2009, at 9:00 a.m., at 6020 Raytown Trafficway, Raytown, Missouri.  The following directors were present or absent as indicated:

The President of the Board of Directors declared that a quorum was present and called the meeting to order. 
Also attending the meeting were Chief Mawhirter, A.C. Flannery, Fire Marshal Mace, B.C. Hunley, B.C. Jones, Captain Bauer, Mr. Odneal, Mr. Geier, and Mr. Hamilton.  Andy Boyd and Beth Linn of the City of Raytown Community Development Department also attended for the KC Powersports appeal portion of the meeting.   
2.    Approve Agenda.  Upon motion made by Mr. Ross the agenda was amended by adding under New Business the first reading of request to purchase rescue struts.  The agenda was then approved as amended.
3.    Approve Minutes.  Upon motion made by Mr. Bruch the minutes of the regular meeting held July 20, 2009 were approved as written.
4.     KC Powersports – appeal.  Mr. Ellerman was unable to attend the meeting but sent Ms. Heather Miller to represent his interests. Ms. Miller assured the directors that Mr. Ellerman was doing everything in his power to bring his occupancy up to code.  Falling revenue has been a factor in his failure to connect water to his sprinkler system.  He has been in contact with Bordner Roofing trying to work out an agreement whereby for a fee he can connect to Bordner’s hydrant. They have not been able to agree on a figure. The only alternative is to bring water under 350 Highway at an estimated cost of $70,000.  Ms. Miller asked the Board to consider another 90-day extension of their temporary occupancy permit assuring the directors that Mr. Ellerman expects to be able to accomplish compliance within that period of time.  The Board agreed to a 90-day extension with the proviso that KC Powersports provide a timeline for doing what is required.  Ms. Miller will provide a letter to the District acknowledging that this is a final extension of the occupancy permit and setting out a timeline for compliance.
Ms. Miller was informed that in lieu of a sprinkler system they could divide their occupancy into smaller areas but that the partially installed sprinkler system would have to be removed.  She was also informed that if the business were to close, it would be necessary for the sprinkler heads to be removed in order not to mislead any future potential tenants.        
4.     Financial Reports.
a.   Treasurer’s Report.  Mr. Geier discussed the District’s investments and the balance sheets and income statements for the various funds.  The yearend 2008 audit has been finalized and copies were distributed to the directors.  Mr. Odneal was given a copy to file with the Secretary of State.    
b.   Balance Sheets and Income Statements.  Balance sheets and income statements for the construction fund, the debt service fund, the operating fund and the pension fund were reviewed and copies are attached to these minutes.
c.  Bill Payments.  This report was reviewed and a copy is attached to these minutes.

            a.   First Reading – Purchase of Rescue Struts.  Chief Hunley presented a first reading request for the purchase of a set of rescue struts.
